Week 4 – Give generously
Join with 50,000 others in giving $50 to fund projects that will 
help 50,000 poor households lift themselves out of poverty. 
Use this simple sacrifi ce to build a pattern of generosity into 
your life.

Week 5 – Pray faithfully
Pray for the poor knowing that 50,000 households across the 
nation will be seeking God in prayer with you. Kick start a 
regular pattern of prayer for the poor.
